BRIEF HISTORY OF
GHATAIL CANTONMENT ENGLISH SCHOOL

Ghatail Cantonment English School (GCES) was initially established as ‘Little Star
English School’ on 18 January 2000 as a preprimary school at the Officers’ Quarter
‘PANTHONIR’. The old school infrastructure was developed in 2004. The school was shift-
ed to old location on 28 February 2004 and was upgraded to Primary level. The then Chief
Patron Major General Igbal Karim Bhuiyan, psc (Former Chief of Army Staff) was the
mastermind of this institution. This school functioned as ‘Little Star English School’ in old
location till January 2013. In the upgradation process the name of the school was changed to
‘Ghatail International School’ on 07 February 2013. The school was upgraded to junior
level and renamed as 'Ghatail Cantonment English School' in 2015. With this upgradation
the school was equipped with modern multimedia teaching facilities. At this stage, website of
the school was opened and data automation system was installed.

With the approval of the Dhaka Education Board, the school was upgraded to Secondary level
in June 2017. GCES is a unique institution at Shaheed Salahuddin Cantonment. Like other
institutions of its kind in different cantonments, this school is imparting education to the
children of both military and civilian of Ghatail area. Since it’s inception this school was run
by Station Headquarters, Ghatail. Later the responsibility was given to Corps of Military
Police Center and School (CMPC&S). After the unification of CMPC&S and Army School of
Education and Administration (ASEA) in 2008, this school was run by Center and School of
Military Police, Education and Administration (CSMEA). On separation of these two
institutes on 25 September 2011, the functioning responsibility was given to ASEA by the
then Chief Patron. In January 2015 the school was again placed under Station Headquarters.
Since then Station Commander, Ghatail was the Chairman of the Managing Committee until
30 November 2018.

The school is placed under HQ 19 Artillery Brigade from 01 December 2018 and Commander
19 Artillery Brigade is the Chairman of the Managing Committee. In June 2013, the Army
authority decided to upgrade this school upto Class X and include it as a ‘Chain English
Medium School’ with a capacity of 1000 students. First phase construction of the new school
building under Annual Development Project (ADP) has already been completed. Second
phase is likely to start soon. Online application was submitted in May 2019 to upgrade the
school to Higher Secondary level. The new school building at present location was
inaugurated on 15 December 2019.

The name of the house has been derived from the name of the river Padma. The
Padma River is a major river in Bangladesh. It is the main distributary of the
Ganges, flowing generally south-east for 120 kilometres to its confluence with
the Meghna River near the Bay of Bengal. The city of Rajshabhi is situated on the
banks of the river. However, over 660 square kilometres of land, has been lost
due to erosion of Padma since 1966.

The name of the house has been derived from the name of the river Meghna.
The Meghna River is one of the most important rivers in Bangladesh. The
Meghna is formed inside Bangladesh in Kishorgonj district above the town of
Bhairab Bazar. The major tributaries of the Meghna include the Dhaleshwari,
the Gumuti and the Feni.

The Brahmaputra River enters the plains of Bangladesh after
turning south around the Garo Hills below Dhuburi, India. After flowing past
Chilmari, Bangladesh, it is joined on its right bank by the Tista river and then
follows a 240 Kkilometres course due south as the Jamuna River. South of
Gaibandha, the old Brahmaputra leaves the left bank of the main stream and flows
past Jamalpur and Mymensingh to join the Meghna River at Bhairab Bazar.

Ibert Einstein contributed more than

A any other scientists to the modern

. vision of physical reality. His special
and general theories of relativity are still

regarded as the most satisfactory model of the
large-scale universe that we have.

Early life: Albert Einstein was born on March
14th 1879 at Ulm, Wurttemberg, Germany. He
spent his youth in Munich where his family had
a little workshop. He was really interested in
nature and physics. He was good at mathemat-
ics. When he was 12, he learnt geometry of his
own. Around 1886, Albert Einstein began his
school career in Munich as well as his violin
lessons which he had from age 6 to13. He also
received religious education at home.

Education: Einstein was in disagreement with
the lack of imagination and the excessive
discipline of the Munich school. When a
commercial bankruptcy obliged his family to
leave Germany for Milan, Einstein was 15
years old and decided to leave school. He spent
one year with his parents in Milan. In 1895,
Einstein failed in an examination that would
have allowed him to study for a diploma as an
electrical engineer. Then he studied in the
school of Aarau and went to the polytechnical
school of Zurich. He did not approve the
education methods of the school. He remained
often absent in order to learn physics of his
own and to play violin. He succeeded in his
exam in 1900.

KNON ALBERT EINSTEIN

He said, “Education is what remains after one
has forgotten what one has learned in school.”

Career: For two years, Einstein worked as a
preceptor and as a teacher. In 1902, he got a

job as an examiner for the licenses in Bern. In
1903, he got married with Mileva Mari¢ who
was a previous school friend. They had two
sons. By 1909 Einstein was recognised as a
leading scientific thinker and during that year
he resigned the patent office. He was appointed
as a full Professor at the Karl-Ferdinand
University in Prague in 1911. In fact, 1911 was
a very significant year for Einstein since he was

" p;r-



able to make preliminary predictions about
rays of light. During 1921, Einstein made his
first visit to the United States. He received the
~ Barnard Medal during his visit and lectured
. several times on relativity.

' Nobel Prize and Contributions: Einstein
received the Nobel Prize in 1921, but not for
relativity rather for his 1905 work on the
photoelectric effect. In fact, he was not present
in December 1922 to receive the prize since he
was on a visit to Japan. Around this time, he
made many international trips. He had visited
Paris earlier in 1922 and during 1923 he visited
Palestine. After making his last major scientific
discovery on the association of waves in 1924
he made further trips to South America in
1925.By 1930 he returned several times to the
United States.Einstein left Germany in Decem-
ber 1932 for the United States.In 1940 Einstein
became a citizen of the United States.
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He made many contributions to peace during
his life time. In 1944 he made a contribution to
the war effort by hand writing his 1905 paper
on special relativity and putting it up for
auction.

Theories: In 1905 he published four papers in
the physics journal, Annalen der Physik. These
were the Photoelectric Effect, Brownian
Motion, Special Relativity, and the
Equivalence of Matter and Energy E=mc2. In
November 1915, Einstein completed the
General Theory of Relativity. Einstein
discovered that the speed of light was constant.
He spent the rest of his career trying to develop
a unified field theory for the forces of the
universe, refuting the accepted interpretation of
quantum physics.

On April 17, 1955 he died of an abdominal
aortic aneurysm in Princeton, New Jersey,
USA.
